STUDENT FINANCIAL AID 

1.  Login the RAIN system. 

2.  Select the Student Services and Financial Aid menu. 

3.  Select the Financial Aid menu.

4.  View information found in Overall Status of Financial Aid, Eligibility, and Award Information.



Note:  Financial aid awards will not show up on your account summary by term until ten (10) days prior to the first day of class.  If aid is not listed on your account summary by term ten days prior to the first day of class -- you should contact the Financial Aid Office.

STUDENT ACCOUNTS 

How to determine if you have a refund/difference check available:

1. Login the RAIN system. 

2. Select the Student Services and Financial Aid menu. 

3. Select the Student Records menu. 

4. Select the Account Summary By Term or Fee Summary menu. 

5. You may have a refund/difference check available to pick up on Friday after 2:00 pm if you find the Detail Code 'RFND' within the charges and payments for term. If you have already picked up a check or checks totaling the amount on RAIN then no check is available at this time. There could be instances where the check may not be available if there are changes to your aid status or course load. Report to Room 101 of the Administration Building to pick up the check. A picture ID is required in order to pick up a check.
