Registration Information for UNIV 1000 classes

Key words – define and discuss with your class 

Academic Standing


Refers to the following, dependent upon G.P.A.:

· Good Standing – a student will be in Good Academic Standing if they maintain the required minimum cumulative/institutional G.P.A. listed below.

· Academic Warning – a student will be placed on Academic Warning if they fall below the required minimum cumulative/institutional G.P.A. after their first semester completed at GSW.

· Academic Probation – a student will move from Academic Warning to Academic Probation if they fail to increase their G.P.A. to the minimum required cumulative/institutional G.P.A. after their second semester at GSW.

· Academic Suspension – a student will move from Academic Probation to Academic Suspension if they fail to increase their G.P.A. to the minimum required cumulative/institutional G.P.A. after their third semester at GSW.

· Restricted Enrollment – a student may repeat courses in order to improve their cumulative/institutional G.P.A. after being Academically Suspended.  Permission for Restricted Enrollment must be granted from the Office of Academic Affairs and is not automatically awarded to students who were suspended.

Classification

Refers to the student level – i.e. freshman, sophomore, junior, senior, etc.  This will be important when they view the registration schedule on RAIN.

Core curriculum

Refers to the freshman and sophomore level classes all students are required to complete, regardless of the degree they are pursuing.

Curriculum sheet


Refers to the program of study requirements for each major.  Curriculum sheets are available on the public sector of R.A.I.N. according to catalog year(s).  
G.P.A. – (this could be a homework assignment.  Have students estimate their semester G.P.A. and resulting academic standing based on their fall 2003 class schedule.  Student can print off their class schedules on RAIN.)  

The grade point average is the number of quality points earned divided by the number of credit hours attempted.  Example:

Quality Point Guide:


“A” = 4 quality points

“W” = not calculated in GPA, but will count against the student if they are receiving 

HOPE.


“WF” = 0 quality points


FACT: Quality Points are always multiplied by the credit value of the course.

Prerequisite

Refers to a course that must be successfully completed prior to enrolling in the next level course.  

Example:  ENGL 1101 must be completed with a minimum grade of “C” before enrolling in ENGL 1102.  ENGL 1101 is a prerequisite to ENGL 1102.

R.A.I.N.

Refers to the Registration and Academic Information Network.  Please remind students that midterm and final grades will be available only on RAIN.  
Information UNIV 1000 students absolutely need to know before registering!

(Most of these questions can be assigned as homework.  Students can find the answers by familiarizing themselves with RAIN.)

Who is my advisor?  Where can I find this information?


Assigned advisors can be located in the secured part of RAIN on the GSW Transcript.

Select “Instructions: How To Use Registration and Information Network (RAIN)”

PIN numbers are automatically generated and the student does not need to go to the Registrar’s Office to obtain a PIN number.  They only need to go to the Registrar’s Office if they “disable” their PIN by trying unsuccessfully three or more times to log into RAIN.  Students must present a photo id to have the PIN reset at the Registrar’s Office.

Where can I get a copy of the classes offered for the next semester?

Class schedules are published on the public sector of RAIN – simply select the specific term from the drop-down menu.  The class schedule for spring 2004 “should” be available by October 1st.

How can I get in touch with my advisor?


Locate the advisor contact information in the on-line Campus Directory.

Search by the appropriate letter of the alphabet


All listings have telephone numbers, email addresses and office locations.

What does it mean if I have a HOLD on my record?

A hold is something that will prevent a student from registering, in most cases.  For example:  if a student has an Immunization HOLD, they need to submit their proof of immunization to Health Services.  Only the area listed on the HOLD may remove or over-ride that hold.  Students can check their holds by reviewing their records on the secured part of RAIN by clicking on the link “View Holds.”

How do I figure out which classes to register for?

Schedule a meeting with your advisor and review your curriculum sheet.  It helps to be prepared when meeting with your advisor.  Review the available classes that you would like to take next semester in conjunction with the requirements for your major.  Have a list of classes ready to discuss with your advisor.  Undeclared majors will use the “General Core” curriculum sheet until a major is officially declared.

Will I be able to register myself on-line?

No.  Freshmen are not eligible for on-line/web registration.  This is not meant as a penalty to freshmen.  Advisor registration ensures that freshmen and first semester transfers receive adequate guidance when selecting classes during their first year.  

When will I be able to register myself on-line?

After completion of my freshmen year, and after passing both parts of the Regents Examination (Essay and Reading), the student will become eligible for on-line/web registration.  

How will I know if I have passed or exempted the Regents Examinations?

Review your GSW transcript on the secured part of RAIN.  Regents Essay and Regents Reading will be listed with one of the following statuses:  “required” or “satisfied.”   If the status is “required” then the student must complete the examination.

How can I sign up for the Regents Examinations?

Students must sign-up for the tests on-line.  The link is available on the public sector of RAIN in each semester class schedule.  

I’m registered.  Now what?

If students registered early (pre-registration), the Student Accounts Office will mail bills to the “mailing address” on record.  Payment deadlines are listed in the class schedule on the public sector of RAIN.  It is the responsibility of the student to pay their account on time.
If students wait until late/final registration, no bill will be mailed.  The student is responsible for paying their account on the day they register during late/final registration.
