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ACADEMIC EXPECTATIONS
Professor Expectations of Students

· Attend class and arrive on time.  Professors don’t appreciate late arrivals.

· Be prepared to learn.  Have a positive attitude about the class and subject matter.  Bring all necessary equipment – books, notebooks, calculators, etc. – to class.

· Complete assignments.  For every hour in class, professors expect you to spend two to three hours out of class doing assigned reading or homework problems.

· Ask questions and participate in discussions.

· Seek help when needed.  Take advantage of your professor’s office hours.  Go see him/her when you have questions.  Or get a tutor from the Academic Skills Center – they are free!

· Listen in class.  Pay attention.  Don’t chat with your classmates.

Student Expectations of Professors

· Know the subject matter.

· Be prepared for each day’s lesson.

· Be fair.

· Be available.
GSW Expectations of Students

· Be responsible for yourself!  “I don’t know” or “I didn’t know” is not a valid explanation for anything.

· Be aware.  Students should learn from their own experiences as well as those of fellow classmates, roommates, etc.

· Ask questions when needed.  Don’t assume anything!  Go to the Freshman Advocate in the Academic Skills Center whenever you have a question or concern.  She will direct you to the person who can help you.

· Be prompt.  Tardiness in unacceptable.  Class time and instructor time is valuable – Don’t waste it!

· Participate!  College life is what you make of it.  Participate in as much as you can – in class and outside of class.  Volunteer!  Join an organization!  Run for Student Government!

· Academic Integrity.  Understand what this means!
