 Get accepted to Southwestern! 
□ Submit my $45 acceptance deposit to reserve my spot. 
□ Visit Southwestern. You can attend a campus Preview Day on a Saturday or setup a tour 

during the week. For a list of dates or to signup for Preview Day, go to www.gsw.edu and 
look for the Preview Day Sign Up icon. To setup a personal tour, call 800-338-0082. 
Tours are available on most weekdays. 

□ Submit my completed scholarship application before the February 15th deadline. To 
check eligibility and print an application, go to www.gsw.edu/admissions/scholarships 

□ Submit my Application for Student Housing with the $50 application fee and the $250 
damage deposit. They are mailed to you starting in January or can be printed from 
www.gsw.edu/~reslife. 

□ Work with my parents/guardians to complete my Federal Application for Student Aid 
(FAFSA). It can be completed after your tax returns are filed by going to 
www.fafsa.ed.gov. Southwestern’s school code is 001573. 

□ Complete my shots and mail my immunization form to the GSW Health Center. 
□ Request for my high school to send my final transcript after graduation. 
□ Signup for STORM Registration Day. You will receive more information about this 

day and be able to sign up beginning in April. Go to www.gsw.edu and click on Storm 
Day Sign Up. 

□ Pack up and head to Southwestern on Campus Move-In Day.
