ENGL 2110 World Literature Objectives:  This survey course will focus on the major literary traditions of the world from Gilgamesh to the present in order to acquaint the student with a variety of literary masterpieces resulting in the student recognizing the sources of different concepts, comparing myths of several nations, and interpreting symbolic language of literature or art.

ENGL 2120 British Literature Objectives:  This survey course of British literature from medieval England to the present will give students an overview of their literary heritage, introduce them to the writers and thinkers who have influenced the development of language and literature, and will provide standards for evaluation of other literature.

ENGL 2130 American Literature Objectives:  This survey course will focus on the important works of American literature from Native American and Colonial times through the present.  

While acquainting the student with American literary masterpieces, it will develop understanding of literary types, terms and devices, and criteria for judging other literary works.

Requirements:  Each professor teaching the course is responsible for establishing specific testing and writing requirements.  These requirements and the grading scale will be provided by the individual instructor.  However, every section of literature will require that a student write at least one essay outside of class.  In addition to daily reading assignments, students will be required to write to demonstrate understanding and application of analytical skills.

Part of the course grade will be based on verbal communication skills.  Clarity of expression, projection of voice to suit the audience, unity of thought (coherence), and level of syntax are some of the criteria that may be used in evaluation.  The percentage of the course grade based upon oral communication skills will be left to the instructor’s discretion.
